                          2010-2011 COMMUNITY SERVICE HOURS
Part of being a good servant to the Lord is to “give back” to the community and those

who have afforded you the many blessings that you have.

Each mid-school student will complete 20 Community Service hours per semester.

The first Service worksheet is due Friday, December 10, 2010.  Service will include:

10 hours in-school service, and 10 hours out-of-school service.  Examples of in-school

service is helping the teachers in their classrooms, volunteering with after school tutoring,

or other items that are needed by Dr. Dodson or the staff.  Examples of volunteering outside the classroom would include those things that are done with/for the church or other community projects.  These could be helping at soup kitchens, altar serving, helping

with food collections, Relays for Life, hospital/nursing home visits, VBS, etc.

You are to record the date of the activity, what you did and the amount of time spent

volunteering.  The teacher, staff, or the coordinator of the project is to then sign off to

validate that the service was done.  No parent should sign the form unless they are the

coordinator of the project.  In this case, tow coordinators should be present to verify

that the project has been completed.

This will count toward your RRR (Respect, Responsibility, and Reverence) grade for

the semester in religion.  It will be 100 points. Failure to complete the hours will result

in a 5 point deduction for every hour not completed.  This form should be turned over

to the religion teacher upon completion and no later than Friday, December 10, 2010.
